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San Francisco, 29 June 2008 ð Once again, I 

was privileged to carry our nationôs flag 

in the 2008 Pride Parade. Joining me this 

year, was the newly elected Com-

mander of  Squadron 448, Sons of 

the American Legion, Morningstar 

Vancil. 

This yearôs parade had a special 

air to it, primarily because of the 

many people who attended the cele-

brations to acknowledge the court 

ruling as to the unconstitutionality 

of the ban on same sex marriages. 

But the crowd was particularly spe-

cial. It was estimated that there were 

over 1,200,000 people lining the 

streets to watch the parade. Consid-

ering there are less than 800,000 

residents in all of San Francisco, I would 

say that was pretty descent.  

What was even more special was the 

reception they gave the veterans. One of 

our members, who was marching in the 

parade for the first time, said he was 

brought close to tears on several occa-

sions because of the cheers from the 

crowd as we passed by. The people of 

San Francisco have proven once again, 

contrary to those naysayers on the Right, 

that Post 448, and the people of San Fran-

cisco, are Patriotic, upstanding Americans 

who fully support our troops, if not the 

war.  

To all our veterans, to those serving in 

Afghanistan and Iraq, and to the Citizens 

of San Francisco who fully support the 

Troops; I say, ñWell done and thanks.ò 
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Outpatient care at many VA facilities 

needs vast upgrade, officials say. 

13 June 2008, Washington - Women veterans 

aren't receiving the same quality of outpa-

tient care as men at many Department of 

Veterans Affairs' facilities, according to 

an agency review obtained exclusively by 

The Associated Press. 

 The review appears to validate the 

complaints of advocates and some mem-

bers of Congress who have said the health 

care system needs to focus more on 

women's health. 

Women make up about 5 percent of 

the VA's population, but that number is 

expected to nearly double in the next two 

years as more women return home from 

Iraq and Afghanistan and seek care. 

    The review of the quality of care at 

VA facilities, which was mandated by 

Congress, found that at about one-third of 

its facilities, the quality of outpatient care 

given to women wasn't as good as what 

was offered to men. 

    It said that the VA has made strides 

in improving care for women veterans, 

such as creating onsite mammography 

services and establishing women's clinics 

at most of its medical centers. It also said 

the VA is attempting to recruit clinicians 

with training in women's care and broad-

ening its approach to better address dis-

eases prevalent among women such as 

lung cancer. 

    However, it said that there were 

barriers that remained, such as the need to 

train more physicians in women's care 

and for more equipment to meet women's 

health needs. 

    "VHA is continuing to investigate 

the possibility of gender disparity in de-

He also felt that one of the things that 

brings us together is the meals and free 

functions of the post. He did agree how-

ever that tighter restrictions needed to be 

applied to insure that delinquent free-

loaders were not taking advantage of the 

Post. Several other members rose to 

voice objection to one oR more of these 

recommendations. 

§It was then suggested  that these topics 

be tabled until the next General Meeting. 

A motion was made and seconded to this 

effect and the motion was passed.  

§Adjutant Benfield then discussed the 

finances for the Sistersô Bingo conducted 

on the 18th of June in the Green Room, 

under the sponsorship of Post 448. These 

figures are only temporary and a full 

report will be issued at the next Officerôs 

Meeting and a summary of accounts 

given at the next General Meeting.

To uphold and defend the Constitution of 
the United States of America; to maintain 
law and order; to foster and perpetuate a 
one hundred percent Americanism; to pre-
serve the memories and incidents of our 
association in the Great Wars; to inculcate a 
sense of individual obligation to the com-
munity, state, and nation; to combat the 
autocracy of both the classes and the 
masses; to make right the master of might; 
to promote peace and goodwill on earth; to 
safeguard and transmit to posterity the prin-
ciples of justice, freedom and democracy; to 
consecrate and sanctify our comradeship 
by our devotion to mutual helpfulness.  
 

Iôm not going to get into where the 

local, state, and national organizations 

have or have not failed to live up to their 

obligations as Legionnaires, but it would 

behoove those powers that be in the Le-

gion to read out loud this most precious 

preamble. It was very similar empathies 

which governed our founding Fathers, 

particularly the line which reads, ñto 

make right the master of might.ò 

Our Founding Fathers knew that it 

was not enough to have a majority in or-

der to pass laws. It was one reason they 

required a two-thirds majority to adopt 

the Constitution and a two-thirds majority 

to change the Constitution. They under-

stood that with a two-thirds majority only 

right thinking men could change our basic 

laws. It also means that no individual or 

group of individuals could change the 

basic laws of the land or suspend any of 

the rights of the people as guaranteed 

under the Constitution, without the assent 

of two-thirds of the representatives of the 

people. That is what makes a strong de-

mocracy. That is what makes America! 

Perhaps our leaders should be re-

quired to read the Preamble before mak-

ing any pronouncements.

more evidence of the illegitimacy of the 

Bush administrationôs fundamentally 

flawed military commission system, the 

Pentagon abruptly dismissed judge Army 

Col. Peter Brownback without explana-

tion late yesterday from the case of Omar 

Khadr, a Canadian detainee. According to 

Khadr's lawyer, Navy Lt. Cmdr. William 

Kuebler, the timing of the judgeôs re-

moval was suspicious because Brown-

back had recently threatened to suspend 

the case if prosecutors refused to hand 

over important records about Khadr's 

confinement to the defense lawyers. Just 

last week, the Supreme Court of Canada 

ruled that the legal system under which 

Khadr was detained and prosecuted at 

Guantánamo violated international law. 

The following can be attributed to 

Jamil Dakwar, Director of the American 

Civil Liberties Union Human Rights Pro-

gram: 

"While this decision is not surprising, 

it once again demonstrates the inherent 

flaws in a system that lacks impartiality 

and is subject to political influence. The 

message of the Pentagonôs decision seems 

to be that it is unwilling to let judges ex-

ercise independence if it means a ruling 

against the government. This decision 

comes just days before arraignments in 

the cases of Khalid Sheikh Mohammed 

and four other detainees which their mili-

tary defense lawyers have already 

charged were timed based on political 

considerations. American justice will be 

better served if these military commis-

sions are abandoned altogether, and 

Guantánamo detainees are prosecuted in a 

real court ï be it a federal criminal court 

or a traditional military court." 

The ACLU, in partnership with the 

National Association of Criminal Defense 

Lawyers (NACDL), has offered to repre-

sent Khalid Sheikh Mohammed and the 

four other detainees who are scheduled to 

be arraigned on June 5, as part of the John 

Adams Project, which has been created to 

provide legal teams to represent 

Guantánamo detainees.

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VA Retreats on Voter Registration Efforts for 
Wounded Veterans

8 May 2008 ð The Department of Veterans 

Affairs has retreated on a recently an-

nounced policy to allow voter registration 

drives at its facilities where veterans' 

groups and others would assist wounded 

former soldiers to participate in the 2008 

presidential election. 

"It is VHA (Veterans Health Admini-

stration) policy to assist patients who seek 

to exercise their right to register and vote; 

however, due to Hatch Act (Title 5 United 

States Code (U.S.C.) 7321-7326) require-

ments and to avoid disruptions to facility 

operations, voter registration drives are 

not permitted," the new policy directive 

by Michael J. Kussman, Under Secretary 

for Health said. 

The Hatch Act restricts political ac-

tivities by federal employees. 

The VA directive rolls back a new 

policy announced in late April where the 

agency agreed, after mounting public and 

political pressure, to assist wounded vet-

erans with registering to vote and voting 

for federal elections. While the VA still 

says it will help former soldiers on an as-

requested basis with registration and vot-

ing, curtailing voter registration drives 

brought swift condemnation from Capitol 

Hill and advocacy groups. 

"We believe that the earlier directive 

better addressed the need for a consistent 

voter registration policy for our veterans," 

Senators Dianne Feinstein (D-CA) and 

John Kerry (D-MA) said in a May 6 letter 

to VA Secretary James B. Peake. "While 

the changes made in the new directive 

seem small, the impact is large. It appears 

to us that the Department took one step 

forward for our veterans and the right to 

vote by directing that assistance be pro-

vided with voter registration and with 

securing absentee ballots, but then took a 

large step back by prohibiting voter regis-

tration drives." 

The Senators questioned the Hatch 

Act claims, saying the "Office of Special 

Counsel has made it clear that federal 

employees, even those who are consid-

ered to be in sensitive positions, may 

"assist in voter registration drives."" And 

they questioned how voter registration 

drives would disrupt VA activities. 

"We would appreciate knowing the 

type of disruptions the VA envisions 

might occur during voter registration 

drives by nonpartisan organizations, such 

as the League of Women Voters or veter-

ans' organizations, and why any potential 

disruption could not be addressed by less 

restrictive means," the said. 

The VA press office did not respond 

to several calls seeking a further explana-

tion of the new policy late Thursday after-

noon. 

Veterans' advocates were more than 

disappointed. 

"VA's decision, during wartime, to 

block voter registration for our hospital-

ized veterans is shameful, outrageous, and 

despicable," said Paul Sullivan, executive 

director of Veterans for Common Sense. 

"VCS finds it unconscionable that VA 

would reverse position and prohibit voter 

registration efforts for our wounded, in-

jured, ill, and disabled veterans in VA 

hospitals and nursing homes as more and 

more casualties flood home from the Iraq 

and Afghanistan wars." 

"This is voter suppression, pure and 

simple," said Scott Rafferty, a Washing-

ton, D.C.-based attorney who has been 

fighting the VA in court for several years 

to allow voter registration efforts at the 

VA campus in Menlo Park, California, 

near San Francisco. 

Rafferty said there was little doubt the 

decision to deny voter registration drives -

- because they were political -- was en 

extremely political decision. "They've 

been caught letting the Republican Party 

send paid campaign workers to register 

voters after they excluded nonpartisan 

volunteers from the same campus," he 

said. "They've been forced to admit under 

oath that they told the League of Women 

Voters that if they took a position on Iraq, 

they'd lose their access. The court told 

them they can't do that anymore, so they 

are going to ban all voter registration 

drives."  

Veterans for Common Sense's Sulli-

van made the same point. 

"America has entered a dark day in 

our history when President George W. 

Bush's Administration prevents veterans 

who are patients in a VA hospital from 

registering and voting behind a false 

claim of partisan politics," he said. "There 

is absolutely nothing partisan about as-

sisting veterans who defended our Consti-

tution with registering to vote." 

Sullivan said he hoped congressional

livery of care through research efforts 

aimed at further delineating the factors 

involved," the review said. 

    It noted that other studies have 

found better surgical outcomes and de-

creased mortality for women at VA hos-

pitals compared to women who receive 

care under the Medicare Advantage Pro-

gram or under private care.

    Data was not available to compare 

the inpatient quality of care between men 

and women.

Of the 

1.7 million troops who have deployed in 

support of the wars in Iraq and Afghani-

stan, more than 190,000 - or about 11 

percent - are women.

sider the voter registration drive policy. 

Meanwhile, Rafferty said the VA's new-

est directive would inject new issues into 

the ongoing litigation surrounding voter 

registration at the agency's Menlo Park 

campus. 

"We'll ask the Ninth Circuit to make 

the VA offer every veteran a chance to 

register when they first come to the VA," 

he said. "The First Amendment applies to 

VA campuses, so we also want a set of 

rules that lets visitors talk politics to the 

same extent that can talk about the 

weather -- without the threat of six 

months in jail if they are overheard."  

Michael Slater, deputy director of 

Project Vote, which is organizing regis-

tration drives in some two dozen states 

this summer, also said there was little 

doubt the decision was driven by the 

prospect of wounded veterans voting 

against the administration's current war 

policies. 

"This is yet another action from the 

Bush administration that imposes barriers 

to registration and voting in front of 

Americans they don't trust to vote for 

their preferred candidates," he said 

"Government, regardless of what party 

controls it, has a monopoly over the 

mechanisms of registration and voting 

and they hold that responsibility in trust 

for the public. The Bush administration 

has repeatedly allowed their political in-

terests to trump their obligations to the 

public and now, it seems, veterans are the 

latest victims."
